WHEREAS it is expedient 1p extend certain portions of ihe Policc Act, 1861 as
amended by the Polite Act (1861) Amendment Act, 1895, to the Town and Suburbs
of Calcutta, subjcct to the modifications hereinafter appearing ;

AND WHEREAS, the said Acts having been passed by the Governor General of
India in Council, the previous sanction of the Governor General has been obtained,
under section S of the Indian Councils Act, 1892, to the passing of Lhis Act;

It is hereby enacted as follows :—-
1. (I This Act may be called the Calcutta Police Act,1898;7* *

2, The portions or the Police Act, 1861 as amended by the Policc Act (1861)

(1) the town of Calcutta, as defined in section 3 of the Calcutta Police Act,
1866, and
